	Pre-Assessment
	Students will be able to dig through their “Teacher’s Bag” The students will then each give me a reason as to why the item might be in the bag and why it would be in their “Teacher’s Bag”. This will be used to instruct to observe how students connect themselves to information. If students appear to be struggling, more time will have to be dedicated to ensuring students are able to find personal connections to make inferences.

	Partner Quiz 
	Students will be given a set of task cards to look at with a partner. The task cards will use pictures and text to describe how a character may be feeling. Students will then have to answer questions with their partners concerning inferring. They will use the statement “I infer… because…”They will have to demonstrate their ability to infer and explain their reasoning in order to answer the questions.  Students will give themselves a smiley face if they were able to infer and explain easily, a straight face if it was a little hard, and a sad face if they weren’t able to figure it out after completing the partner quiz.

	Group Response to Text
	After a Guided-Reading of a text students will use inferences and their classmates feedback to look for clues within that text. Students will use visual cues and textual cues and make personal inferences to the text. The teacher will draw student’s attention to particular clues as well as encourage students to think of other clues to be noted.  Students will be assessed on their ability to use clues from the text and clues from their personal experiences to infer about a text. The conversation would be recorded using anecdotal notes.

	Personal Response
	After a Shared-Reading of a text, students will be asked to make inferences of a character of their choice from the text’s feelings. In groups of three students will respond to questions asked by their peers as if they are the character they have a chosen. Students will be asked how they are able to infer how the character is feeling using the statement “I infer… because …”

	Problem & Solution Handout
	Students will be asked to complete a handout after a Guided Reading of a fairy tale. Students will be asked to identify the problem within the story using inferring strategies. Students will also be asked to identify the solution using their inferring strategies. After the problem and solution are identified, students must then fill out the “inference chart” to explain their reasoning (texts clues + self clues = inference). Students will self assess how they felt about inferring a problem and solution by coloring in a green traffic light for “no problem” a yellow “took some thinking” and red “hard for me right now”.

	Identifying Forms Response/ Class Fairytale
	As an entire class, a traditional fairy tale will be read and examined. The students will be asked to identify what makes up a good fairy tale within a graphic organizer. Students will then examine a traditional fairy tale based on the criteria they have created. Students will be assessed on their ability to identify the beginning, middle, end, problem & solution, and characters within a fairy tale on a graphic organizer.

	Final Project 
	The fairy tale will included a beginning, middle and end and will show proof of students using textual cues to generate meaning for their audience. The idea of using textual clues and illustrative clues to present a lesson or “moral” will be reflected within their own fairy tales. Along with their fairy tales will be images that hold inference “clues”. Students will be graded based upon their writing skills, their ability to include illustrative and textual clues to imply a lesson (moral) of the story and the ability to create a beginning, middle and end.  Students will be given a self-assessment form to note things they learned about writing a fairy tale, things they did well when writing their fairy tale, and things they wish to improve upon in their fairy tale.
